MR. GARLAND: Good evening, folks.
Thank you, Peg. Again, |I'm M ke Garl and.
l'm the Director of Environmental Services
for Monroe County. Wel come to this evening's
public hearing.

The M1l Seat Landfill started out
as a county operated facility, but in 2002

Wast e Managenment of New York, LLC took on
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operation of the MII Seat Landfill through a
life-use lease with Monroe County. As part
of this ongoing public-private partnership,
Monroe County continues to own the Ilandfill.
The landfill permts are issued to Monroe
County and the County is the |ead agency
responsi ble for ensuring conmpliance with the
State's environnental review process. Wast e
Managenment of New York, LLC, in addition to
operating and maintaining the landfill, is
responsi ble for financing and building any
capital inmprovenents at the landfill facility.
Before we get started with the

public comment session, we have a brief

presentation which will describe the Proposed
M Il Seat Landfill Expansion and the
environmental review process. | would also

like to introduce to you some of the other
people that are here with us tonight.

For Monroe County we have Janmes
Fum a, our Senior Deputy County Attorney;
Russel |l Rutkowski, our Solid Waste Engineer;
Tom Goodwi n, our Planning Manager; and staff

from our Department of Environmental Services
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including Mchelle Virts and Patrick Collins.

From the Town of Riga we have our
Supervisor Bob Otley; as well as
counci l woman Ci ndy Jessop, councilwoman Debbie
Campanel l a, councilman Jim Fodge and
counci |l man Brad O Brocta.

From M Il Seat Landfill Citizens'
Advi sory Board, we have our chair Peg Steffan
as well as Barbara Robinson and Ken Kuter.

From Waste Management of New York,
LLC we have Jeff Richardson, Senior District
Manager, and the Nicole Fornof, Comunity
Rel ati ons Representative.

And from Barton and Loguidice we
have Kevin Voorhees and Luann Meyer.

So thank you, everyone, for com ng
out tonight. We encourage your input and
| ook forward to hearing from you regarding

the docunments that you have had an

opportunity to review. And with that, |
will turn it over to Jeff Richardson for
some site specific details. Thank you.

MR. RI CHARDSON: Thanks, M ke.

Again, |I'm Jeff Richardson. | just want to
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take a moment to sunmmarize why we're here
tonight and to explain what we are proposing
for this landfill expansion project. And
then 1 will be turning it over to Kevin
Voor hees from Barton and Loguidice to explain
the project in further detail.

As an overview, the current permtted
andfill can be described by a few key
numbers: 855 acres, this is the total
property acreage owned by Monroe County and
Wast e Managenment of New York, LLC;, 98.6
acres, this is the size of the |I|ined
di sposal area that we refer to as the
Permtted Footprint; 1,945 tons per day,
whi ch equates to 597,000 tons per year.

This is the Permtted Waste Acceptance Rate.
In 2018 this is the year that the currently
permtted landfill is anticipated to reach

capacity under the existing permt.

The Proposed Landfill Expansion
proposal involves continuing to operate the
MIl Seat Landfill with the future phased

construction of an additional 118.3 acres of

a double conposite liner system inmediately
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south of the existing MIIl Seat Landfill.
The proposal also involves the addition of
ancillary infrastructure, the abandonment of a
portion of O Brien and Brew Roads, a wetl and
mtigation area |ocated south of Bovee Road
in the Town of Riga, and a stream mtigation
area in the Village of Churchville.

It is important to note that the

maj ority of the operating procedures will

remai n unchanged. For exanple, the follow ng
conmponents will not change with Proposed
Landfill Expansion: Perm tted Waste
Acceptance Rate will continue to be 1,945
tons per day or 597,000 tons per year. Site
operating equipnment and nethods will remain
the sane. The final permtted height of the
landfill will not change. Hours of operation
will remain the same as they are today. The
same types of waste materials wll continue
to be accepted for disposal. The origin of
materials will remain unchanged. And nost

i mportantly, we wll continue with our strong

commtment to protect the environment and to

be a good neighbor in this comunity.

with the proposed action, and describes

mtigation nmeasures to reduce the significance

of those potential inpacts.

The proposed action includes an

expansi on of

the Permtted Footprint and

associ ated support facilities. Overall, the

proposed landfill expansion is expected to

include the phased construction of 118.3

acres of additional double conmposite |ined

landfill directly south of the Permtted
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will include an overlay of

the existing Permtted

Footprint and approximately 30 acres of

di sturbance associated with the additional

support facilities for operation of the

Proposed Landfill Expansion. These support

facilities include storm water management

structures, access roads, landfill gas
collection and control infrastructure and
| eachate conveyance structure. Gt her

conponents of

the Proposed Action are final

cover design nmodifications to the Permtted

Footprint; the proposed wetland inpacts and

mtigation; the proposed RG 6 Tail inmpact and

mtigation; extension of the Landfill Lease

Agreement between the County and Waste

Managenment of

New York; abandonment of a

portion of O Brien Road, which includes the

O Brien Road wetland restoration; abandonnment

of a portion of

Brew Road; County and Town

of Riga approvals of land transfers; and

recei pt of noise easenents.

The DSEIS is the principal docunent

t hat descri bes

the technical and environnmental
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information related to the proposed site and
that assesses potential inmpacts and mtigation
measures associated with the proposed action.
The Draft Supplenmental Environmental
| npact Statement includes a discussion of the
project's background, purpose, public needs
and benefits, as well as social and economc
consi derations. This document has been
prepared in accordance with the requirenments
set forth by the State Environmental Quality
Review Act and its inmplementing regulations.
The State Environmental Quality Review Act 1is
also referred to as SEQRA. Potentially
significant environmental inpacts associ ated
with the proposed action, which were not

addressed in previous SEQRA analyses prepared

for the MIIl Seat Landfill, are not addressed
in this Draft Supplenment Environnmental | nmpact
St at ement . Potential significant i mpacts and

mtigation neasures described in the DSEIS
include any that may be anticipated within 30
years after final closure of the Proposed
Landfill Expansion, which is the mnimm post

closure nmonitoring period required by the
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State's solid waste regul ations. These State
solid waste regulations are referred to as 6
NYCRR Part 360. A public scoping process
was previously undertaken for the proposed
action in May of 2013, which resulted in a
final scoping document that identified the
followi ng potential environmental inmpacts to
be addressed in the Draft Supplemental
Envi ronmental | nmpact Statement.

As | read through this list, 1| will
also be identifying the applicable section of
t he DSEI S. Land use and Agricul tural

resources are addressed in Section 3.1 of the

DSEI S. Geol ogic resources are addressed in
Section 3.2. Groundwat er resources are
addressed in Section 3.3. Sur face Water

resources are addressed in Section 3.4.
Storm water resources are addressed in
Section 3.5. Ecol ogi cal resources are
addressed in Section 3.6. Critical

Environmental Area is addressed in Section

3.7. Air resources are addressed in Section
3. 8. Vi sual and Aesthetic resources are
addressed in Section 3.09. Hi storic and
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Cul tural resources are addressed in Section

3.10. Transportation and Traffic are
addressed in 3.11. Odor is addressed in
Section 3.12. And Noise is addressed in

Section 3.13 of the DSEIS.

The public has an opportunity to
comment on this Draft Supplemental
Envi ronmental Inmpact Statement either at
tonight's public hearing or in witing during
the public comment period through May 1,
2015.

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| npact Statenment is prepared and

accepted by the County, a Statement of

Fi ndi ngs wil |

be prepared that relies upon

informati on contained in the Final

Suppl ement al

Envi ronmental | nmpact Statenent.

This SEQRA Statenent of Findings will balance

envi ronnent al ,

consi derati ons

soci al and econom c

with regard to the proposed

action. The adoption of a Statement of

Fi ndi ngs wil |

represent the County's final

step in the SEQRA process for the proposed

action.

In addition to its conmpletion of the

SEQRA process,

the County will need to obtain

permts from the New York State Department of

Envi r onment al

Conservation and the United

States Arnmy Corps of Engineers before it can

proceed with

the proposed action. Those

regul atory agencies have their own regulatory

requi rements

t hat govern their review and

consideration of permt applications. Bot h

of those agencies will, however, provide

opportunities

for public review and conment

as part of their permt review processes.
