Rochester, NY- Today, a Monroe County Jury convicted 68 year old William Keller of Course 

of Sexual Conduct Against a Child in the 2
nd

 Degree and Endangering the Welfare of the Child 

for the ongoing sexual abuse of a child under eleven years old. The abuse occurred in East 

Rochester between 2012 and 2015. 

 

The case was prosecuted by Special Assistant District Attorney Meredith Vacca and Assistant 

District Attorney Michael Robertson of the Child Abuse Bureau. 

 

“I commend the children who had the courage to come forward,” said Special Assistant District 

Meredith Vacca. “It is our hope that with today’s verdict the children and their family can 

continue healing from Mr. Keller’s atrocious crimes.” 

 

William Keller will be sentenced on March, 23 2017 by County Court Judge Victoria Argento. 

Mr. Keller can receive up to seven years in state prison and will be required to register as a sex 

offender. 
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
