
As per SecƟon 14‐1.73 of the 

NYS Sanitary Code, the Monroe 

County Department of Public 

Health has established the 

following requirements: 

A CerƟfied Food Worker is required 

to be present at all operaƟve Ɵmes 

for food service establishments, 

including temporary food stands. 

OperaƟng Ɵmes are defined as any 

Ɵme when food preparaƟon is being 

performed and is not limited to the 

establishment’s operaƟng hours. 

There are two levels of training: 

Level 1 Food Manager 

Level 2 Food Handler 

All medium and high risk faciliƟes, as 

well as operators of more than one 

pushcart, need to have a person 

with Level 1 CerƟficaƟon. The 

person on record cannot be 

designated for mulƟple 

establishments. The presence of a 

Level 1 Food Manager can also 

saƟsfy the requirement for a Level 2 

Food Handler.  

Low risk faciliƟes, such as bars or 

ice cream shops, do not require a 

Level 1 Food Manager, however 

they do need a Level 2 Food Handler 

present at all operaƟng Ɵmes of 

food service.  

Low risk temporary food stands do 

not need a cerƟfied food worker on 

site.  
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Training Resources 
NaƟonally Accredited Training Providers are widely available and used 

throughout the Food Service Industry. These courses include extensive 

training on food safety, are mulƟlingual, and require an examinaƟon to 

demonstrate knowledge. Costs vary depending on courses taken, the 

purchase of educaƟonal material, and exam fees. Contact each training 

provider for training details.
