The proposed action is for the acquisition of interasts In properties and improvements to an existing roadway,
Improvemenis censist of remedying asphalt condition, improving roadside drainage, cross slopes, and Increasing
width and condilion of paved shoulders, all of which are cansistent with Type Ul roadway maintenance (51 7.5{c)(5))
and has been found calegorically to not have significant adverse impacts on the environment. Accordingly, roadway
mainlenance will nat resull in a significant adverse enviranmental impact

The acquisition of inleresls in properties is limited to permanent and tlemporary easements related lo roadway
maintenance and improvements that by themselves are classified as a Type )l aclion. The acquisition of temporary
and permanent property interesls are ancillary to necessary roadwork and are minor, but are an unlisled acticn,

However, such property acquisitions are minor and ancillary to roadwork will not result in a significant adverse
envirenmental impacl.

Considering both aclions together the main environmental concems are impacis o wellands. The scope of wark
does include shoulder impravemenis which may widen the imparmeable surface. However, shoulder improvemenls
are minimal, will be consirained by environmental and physical features and will include drainage channels that will
aliow runoff to infiltrate and filter into the ground or info starm sewers before reaching adjacent wetlands.
Additionally, should a welland delinealion determine encroachment on exisling wellands Monroe County will seek

appropriate permils with required mitigation eHorts from the New York State Dapartmenl of Environmental
