        10-19 F I recommend that Your Honorable Body, in accordance with Section 18 of the Monroe 

County Tax Act, authorize the County Treasurer to publish in The Daily Record the list 

of lands with unpaid taxes and to charge a fee of $7.00 to cover the cost of the 

publications, which will be added to the unpaid amounts due for such parcel. In 

addition, I will direct the Department of Communications to post the list of lands with 

unpaid taxes on the County’s website (www.monroecounty.gov), and notice thereof will 

be provided to the local news media. 

 

To comply with the provisions of Section 18, a list of lands charged with unpaid taxes 

must be published and printed annually. Such publication should take place on August 

15, 2013, together with a notice that each tax sale certificate will be sold on August 20, 
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2013, in the County Treasury. In addition to the publication of the list of lands, a notice 

of said publication calling the attention of the public and all persons interested that a list 

of lands charged with unpaid taxes will be available and the notice shall be published in 

the Rochester Democrat and Chronicle The Rochester Business Journal for four (4) 

consecutive weeks and in The Daily Record for thirty (30) days prior to August 1. 

 

The specific legislative action required is to direct the County Treasurer to publish 

in The Daily Record the list of lands charged with unpaid taxes, and the notice of 

publication of the list in both The Daily Record and the Rochester Democrat and 

Chronicle The Rochester Business Journal, and to authorize the charge of $7.00 per 

parcel for such publications. 

 

Funding is included in the 2013 operating budget of the Department of Finance, fund 

9001, funds center 1205010000, Treasury. No additional net County support is required 

in the current Monroe County Budget.
