I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize grant contracts with the agencies listed in Attachment A
in a total amount not to exceed $99,956,551 pursvant to the American Rescue Plan Act (*ARPA”) for terms to
commence on or after January 1, 2023 and terminate on or before December 31, 2026, and to authorize
appropriation iransfers.

The American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 was signed into law on March 11, 2021. ARPA allocated $1.9
trillion in emergency relief and recovery, of which $350 billion was designated to support state, local, territorial, and
Tribal governments. Monroe County is the recipient of $144,080,127 in State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds
through ARPA.

On October 18, 2021, Monroe County launched a robust public outreach effort for Bring Monroe Back,
Monroe County’s Recovery Agenda. Bring Monroe Back is a plan to invest the $144 million in ARPA funds that
builds on a dozen community and government-led plans, assessments and reports that have engaged citizens,
business owners and experts in their field. Using those reports, the County identified three focus areas where
funding would be invested: workforce development and economic recovery; public health and public safety; and
infrastructure and sustainability. A communitywide survey, testimony [rom community organizations and three in-
person community forums and one virtual public forum were used o help the Department of Planning and
Development refine a strategic vision for investing the ARPA funding,

On June 3, 2022, Monroe County issved a Request for Proposals seeking respondents who would use
ARPA funding 10 affect positive change in the community in the three high-priority areas: workforce development
and economic recovery; public health and public safety; and infrastructure and sustainability. These critical dollars
will fund priorities and lay the foundation for a long-term, collaborative recovery that makes deliberate, thoughtful
investments in our community and inspires transformative change.

One hundred cighty one (181) proposals were submitted for consideration and 40 applications were
selected for the first round of ARPA funding.

(MAPP/PROJECT PHOENIX; Deaf Refugee Advocacy Community Connection; Youth Mentoring and Family
Support in Monroe County; and VOA's Hydroponic Farm). The provisions of the New York State Environmental
Quality Review Act shall be complied with prior to Your Honorable Body undertaking, funding, or approving these
actions.

Funding for these grant contracts will be included in the 2022 operating budget of the Department of
Planning and Development once the appropriation transfers are authorized. No additional net County support is
required in the current Monroe County budget,

The program, led by the Monroe County Department of Environmental Services, will involve
installing ZEV Charging Stations at various County facilities for use by both the County and the
public. The grants require that the stations be Level 2 Charging Stations, which equate to a full-
vehicle charge in eight (8) hours. Dual charging stations will be installed at up to four (4) of the
following sites: MCC Brighton Campus, MCC Downtown Campus, Webster Park, and Churchville
Park. This is the second time the County has received these grants.

1. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to accept grants in the total amount
of $248,360 from, and to execute contracts and any amendments thereto with, the
New York State Department of Environmental Conservation for the Municipal Zero-
Emission Vehicle Infrastructure Project.

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State Division of Criminal
Justice Services in the amount of $334,064, and authorize a contract with Delphi Drug and Alcohol Council, Inc,
{“Delphi”) in the amount of $334,064 for the County Reentry Task Force Program for the period of October 1, 2022
through September 30, 2023.

The County Reentry Task Force (“Task Force™), which is co-chaired by the County's Deputy Chief
Probation Officer and includes members from over 40 local law enforcement agencies and human services
providers, has a goal of reducing recidivism through improved coordination among criminal justice, social services,
educational, health, and mental health systems. The Task Force is addressing the following four reintegration issues
of parolees: basic education, employment, sobricty support, and housing. This grant will fund a contract with Delphi
for a Local Reentry Coordinator and also the provision of services related to these reintegration issues.

This is the seventeenth year of grant funding for this program. This year’s funding represents the same
amount as last year.

Delphi is a community-based behavioral health agency serving the Finger Lakes community. Delphi
provides a drug and alcohol outpatient program, two domestic violence programs, and casc management to clients in
specialized courts and Health Home initiatives.  With its capacity and experience, Delphi will provide a Local
Reentry Coordinator and case managers to facilitate obtaining services for approximately 418 parole re-entry
participants. Delphi will also obtain temporary housing for these participants as needed.

A request for qualifications was issued and Delphi Drug and Alcohol Council, Inc. was rated the most
qualified to provide this service,

Raise the Age legislation was cnacted with a number of objectives. It aims to reduce crime
victimization; provide meaningful opportunity for a life without the stigma of a criminal record for adolescents
who turn away from crime; eliminate the disproportionate incarceration of 16- and 17-year-olds of color in
adult jails and prisons; reserve the juvenile placement system for only those young people who present a risk (o
public salety; and create therapeutic out-of-home placement scttings for young pecople whe do not present a
risk to public safety.

In order 1o achicve thesc objectives, the Monroc County Office of Probation — Community
Corrections has developed a Comprehensive Plan that utilizes a combination of increased staff resources,
specialized training, and expanded community programs and services.

The new capital project will allow the Sheriff's Office to deploy additional cameras and sustain their
continued use across all bureaus of the agency, as well as dash cameras for the road patrol vehicles. The
Sheriffs Office would also like to deploy additional less than lethal devices across all bureaus; currently
the Sheriff’s Office has 199 units deployed. Each of these pieces of technology have a life expectancy of
up to five (5) years. Going forward the Sheriff’s Office would schedule to replace 20% of this equipment
every year as they age out, allowing them to maintain consistent and effective deployment.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROL, as follows:

Section 1. A new chapter shall be added as Chapter 390 of the Montroe County Code entitled
“Waiver of Residency Requirement for Monroe County Jail Deputies” and shall read as follows:

§1 Definitions. Defined terms used in this local law shall have the same meaning as ascribed to
them below:

COUNTY shall mean Monroe County.

JAIL DEPUTY shall mean an individual employed by the Monroc County Shenffs Department as
a Deputy Shenff Jailor or Corrections Officer in the Monroe County Jail.

§2  Residency Requirement. Public Officers Law § 3, as amended or changed, 1s hereby
amended and superseded in 1ts applicaton to the County as follows: provisions of Public Officers
Law § 3, as amended or changed, requiring a person to be a resident of the political subdivision or
municipal corporation of the state for which he or she shall be chosen or which his or her official
functions are required to be exercised, shall not prevent a person from holding the position of Jail
Deputy, provided that such person resides within New York State.

Section 2. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law or the
application thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entty, or circumstance
shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdicton to be mnvalid or unconstitutional, such
order or judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined
in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its
application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance directly
involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendered.

Section 3. This local law shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal
Home Rule Law and the Monroe County Charter.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OF NOT LESS THAN TWO-THIRDS
OF THE TOTAL VOTING STRENGTH OF THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF
MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. For the object or purpose of financing the cost of the replacement of voung machines
i and for the County of Monroe, New York (the “Counry”), there are hereby authorized to be issued
39,500,000 bonds of the County, pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law. The duly adopted
current Capital Budget of the County, to the extent inconsistent herewith, is hereby amended to provide for
the appropriation of an additional $3,000,000 to pay the cost of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes
(36,500,000 having been heretofore appropriated from one or more Capiral Budgets). The period of probable
usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is ten (10) years, pursuant to subdivision 31 of paragraph
a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law.

The Director of
Finance - Chief Financial Officer may sell such bonds or notes at public or private sale, at a discount or
prermuum, at fixed or variable rates of interest or at no interest whatsoever, or as capital apprectaton bonds,
and with such amortization of principal as the Director of Finance — Chief Financial Officer shall determine is
most favorable to the County, and in compliance with anv rules of the State Comptroller applicable thereto.
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Such bonds or notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be
preseribed by satd Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer, consistent with the provisions of the Local
Finance Law. The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer may, in the event it is determined to issue
variable rate bonds or notes, enter into such agreements as said officer finds reasonable to facilitate the 1ssuance,
sale, resale and repurchase of such bonds or notes, as authorized under Section 54.90 of the Local Finance Law.
The Durector of Finance - Chief Financial Officer is also authorized to enter into such agreements and take
such other acuon as may be necessary or appropriate and lawful to assure that, to the extent possible, (i) interest
on the bonds and notes authorized hereby will not be includable in the gross income, for federal income tax
purposes, of the recipients thereof, and (i) to enable the purchaser thereof to comply with Securities and
Exchange Commission Rule 15¢2-12. The Director of Finance — Chief Financial Officer is hereby further
delegated all powers of this County Legislture with respect to agreements for credit enhancement, derived
from and pursuant to Section 168.00 of the Local Finance Law, for such bonds or notes, including, but not
Lmited to the determinavon of the provider of such eredit enhancement facility or faciliies and the terms and
contents of any agreement or agreements related thereto.

Secnion 3. All other matters, except as provided herein, relating to such bonds or notes, including
prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear on said bonds or notes, prescribing the method
for the recording of ownership of said bonds or notes, appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds or
notes, providing for the printing and delivery of said bonds or notes (and if said bonds or notes are to be
exccuted in the name of the County by only facsimile signatures, providing for the manual countersignature of
a fiscal agent or of a dessgnated official of the County), the date, form, denominatons, maturities, interest rate
or rates, terms of and manner of sale and interest pavment dates, place or places of payment, and also including
the consobdation with other issues, shall be determined by the Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer.
The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer may elect to become the fiscal agent for the bonds or notes,
or may contract on behalf of the County for this service pursuant to the Local Finance Law.

1. Center for Youth Services, Inc.—Prevention Education & Prevention Counseling Program $ 12,738
The Prevention Education and Prevention Counseling Program bring comprehensive youth services to youth
and their families throughout Monroe County and the City of Rochaster as well as at schoal-based sites.
