Subject: Authorize an Amendment to Monroe County’s 2019 Annual Action Plan for Housing
and Community Development in Suburban Monroe County and the Submission of
the Amendment to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize an amendment to the 2019 Annual Action
Plan for Housing and Community Development in Suburban Monroe County and the submission of
the amendment to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) for the Home
Investment Partnerships Program (“HOME").

The amendment will reallocate $300,000 in funding in the Affordable Rental Housing
Development Projects to assist with the rehabilitation of the Pines of Perinton in Fairport New York
(“the Project™). Once the requested amendment has been approved by Your Honorable Body, it must
be submitted to HUD before the Project can be formally added and the assistance awarded.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Authorize an amendment to the 2019/ Annual Action Plan to.the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD™) to add the rehabilitation of
the Pines of Perinton project and reallocation of funding in the amount of $300,000
for such project and to provide such:additional information-as may be required by
HUD for the Home Investment Partnerships Program.

2. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to_submit the amendment to-the
2019 Annual Action Plan to (“HUD").
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3. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to execute any other documents and
to provide such additional information as may be required by HUD for the Home
Investment Partnerships Program in regards to the amendment and its submission.

This action is a Type II Action pursuant to 6 NYCRR § 617.5(c)(1) (“maintenance or repair
involving no substantial changes in an existing structure or facility”) and (2) (“replacement,
rehabilitation or reconstruction of a structure or facility, in kind, on the same site, including
upgrading buildings to meet building, energy, or fire codes unless such action meets or exceeds any
of the thresholds in section 617.4 of this Part”) and is not subject to further review under the State
Environmental Quality Review AcL.

This grant is 100% funded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. No
additional net County support is required in the current Monroe County budget.

I recommend that this matter be referred to the appropriate committee(s) for favorable action

by Your Honorable Body.
