o Toilet paper 
o Napkins 
o Paper towels 
o Furniture 
o Drink cases 
o Diapers 
o Stretch/ shrink wrap 
o And more! 

Recycle the following CLEAN & DRY plastics with 
your grocery bags at the store:

DO NOT INCLUDE: 

o Plastic Bags with: 
o Strings 
o Rigid handles 
o Closing 

mechanisms 
o Soil/mulch bags 
o Bubble wrap 
o Etc. 

Did you know? 
Eight percent of garbage going to local landfills is plastic bags/product wrap! 

Please help by recycling other plastics with your bags at the store… 
Please DO NOT place these materials in your curbside recycling bin!

Quick Facts: 
 

o Plastic bags are made from non-renewable petroleum and natural gas 
o An equivalent of 12 million barrels of petroleum is needed to make 100 billion bags 
o Americans throw away 100 billion bags each year  
o Less than one percent of plastic bags are recycled 
o NYS Plastic Bag Reduction Act: most retailers that provide bags to customers must 

take them back 
o Recycled bags/wrapping can be made into useful products such as fencing, decking, 

building and construction materials and …. new bags! 

Recycling is only one of the 3 Rs of 
PLASTIC BAGS 

Reduce… Purchase reusable bags—one less bag 
can make a difference! If you’re buying one or two 
items, don’t ask for a bag.  
Reuse… 

• as a lunch bag 
• to line your wastebaskets 
• to pick up pet waste
