Digital Paging

1. 2-way digital pagers

· Pagers continue to be programmed and distributed at this time. 

· 3746 pagers programmed and on the street to date

· 598of 5000 pagers at the $155 each, still available from C.R.S.

· Pager orders should be placed ASAP to retain the $155 price and to get into the 4th order

· Working on cleaning up 1st & 2nd order programming for customers

· 3rd order pagers are at Cobbs Hill

· 4th order pagers will be built in two weeks on approximately 4/30/07

· Monroe County departments have a total of 107 pagers in the 4th order

· Programming schedule distributed to Communication Board members for programming rollout order 

· Questions regarding status of pager orders or changes are to be directed to   pagerchanges@monroecounty.gov .

· A new firmware release will be available in approximately two weeks, no major changes, several small improvements

· You do not need the previous firmware upgrade vs:1.12 to receive the new build.  The latest build will supersede all previous

· Advanced chargers will be available to all Communication Board members at this meeting and Fire/EMS Coordinators at Fire / EMS Advisory Board, Monday 5-21-07, to assist in disbursement of the firmware upgrades

2. Lightning suppression / Poly Phaser®

· Poly Phaser’s are now installed at all sites with the exception of Pittsford HS and Baker Hill which have antenna issues we are working on.

· We continue to received comments of increased coverage in the County

3. Site Upgrades

· Site construction on eight new sites has started

· Completion of the towers and buildings is expected by late August 2007

· Ridgeway and Rush steel delivered to the sites

· Towers should be erected week of 5/21/07 – 5/25/07

· Brockport site tower footers in process of being drilled and poured now

· Spoil has been pushed into the creek in Brockport by the Foundation crew

· DEC has been notified and we expect the contractor will need to apply for a DEC permit

4. 3rd order pagers

· 5 out of 23 departments have their programming sheets turned in as of this meeting

· 3 out of the 23 departments have NOT paid 100%
Steve and I responded to a letter from Matt Jarrett of the Scottsville FD regarding pager problems.  This was discussed at length at this meeting. Rich Verdouw said he and Steve Bowman will work on resolving these issues.
