Monroe County DES has recently created a new recycling patch for Boy and Girl Scouts.  As you know, Scouting provides many different ways for young people to explore the world around them and find out about new subjects. Charms, Badges, Signs, Try-Its, Interest Project Patches, Challenges, Pins, and Patches are just a few of the symbols scouts can use to show their interests and recognize their accomplishments. A patch might be earned because an individual has already attained a lot of skill; another might be earned as one discovers a new talent. A Scout might complete their activities as part of a group activity, or they might pursue individual interests. All recognitions are designed to provide a progression of skills mastery throughout the Scout journey.
After careful review of Monroe County Recycling program, we saw the opportunity to creatively support these Scouting goals as well as encourage specific learning objectives. As students draw conclusions related to the recycling topic, they can create expository writing by using content area vocabulary and the formal writing process to write about their experiences.  Within the Patch program there are natural links to mathematical concepts, scientific observation and exploration in local history.
It’s easy to participate in the new MC Recycling Patch Program.  The Monroe County website (monroecounty.gov) contains a variety of patch requirements, as well as a color graphic of the actual patch.  We encourage Scouts to complete two or more of the bulleted requirements, as per the best judgment of the adult leader.  DES environmental educators are available upon request for classroom presentations, and to arrange Recycling Center field-trip tours. Upon completion of the chosen requirements, please contact Monroe County Department of Environmental Services to receive your patches.
