SUBJECT: 2006 Fact Sheets for Acceptable Certifications:
 Aquatics, CPR, and First Aid

As referenced in the Environmental Health Manual Technical Reference CSFP-16,
attached are the updated  “Fact Sheets” which list certifications that have been determined to be
equivalent to those specified in Subpart 7-2 and/or Part 6 of the New York State Sanitary Code.

Recently, changes were made to the recommended guidelines for performing CPR.
Although many certification providers will be updating their course materials and training in
accordance with the new guidelines, we have been advised that this will not affect the status of
an individual’s current first aid or CPR certificate.
