Digital Paging

1. 2-way digital pager devices

· Current firmware version: 1.20 build 15

· 1501 pager still available for approximately $300 each, limited quantity (approx. 30)

· CRS working with another vendor for same page at estimated cost of $150 each

· Recommend customers wait on orders until after 1/1/09 for new products

· 1520 pager still available

· Pagers now out of warranty can be repaired by CRS at $60 flat rate with additional 6 month warranty upon return to customer

· Large shipment of repaired pagers scheduled to go out Saturday 12/20/08, expect arrival in Rochester on Monday or Tuesday

2. 2-way digital paging system

· New paging sites on line since the last meeting

· Working on connectivity for balance of sites

· 28 on the air at this time out of 33 total planned
Narrowband / Simulcast

· Skywave Communications is continuing work on simulcast of  Fire 2,3,4

c. Incident Dispatch Class (IDC) training.


d. WMD training


e. In house CRT training


f. Supervisory have ICS-300

· We have another new hire class beginning the end of this month. This will be 8 employees.

· The CAD replacement project is progressing with contract negotiations on-going with the selected vendor (Tiburon) for the next 2 months. The County Legislature should vote on the final contract at the March or April meeting.

c. A training schedule will be forthcoming in late 2009 for the agencies once the 
final project timeline is worked out.
