Dear Mr. Moffitt:

This is in response to your letter of May 14, 2021, in which you presented, among other matters, a Local Law entitled
“Business Closure Transparency Act” (Intro. No. 135 of 2021), which was certified by you to have been adopted by the
Monroe County Legislature at its meeting on May 11, 2021. Pursuant to Municipal Home Rule Law § 21 and § C2-
7(A)(3)(c) of the Monroe County Charter, with this letter I am providing notice to the Legislature that I have disapproved
this Local Law and am returning it to you with my objections.
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This local law is an overregulation of Monroe County businesses and inserts an unnecessary step into a process that is
already transparent, subject to public oversight, and consistent with the rules and regulations promulgated to protect
the public. Instances in which Monroe County is compelled to close a business are governed by Chapter 569 of the
Monroe County Code and the Monroe County Board of Health Public Health Administrative Hearing Procedure, which
was promulgated by the Monroe County Legislature under Resolution 126 of 1996. Pursuant to the Monroe County
Code, business permits may only be suspended or revoked by the Director of Health or the Board of Health after due
notice and a hearing. Due notice includes sending businesses that are alleged to be in violation of the Monroe County
Sanitary Code, the New York State Sanitary Code, the New York State Public Health Law, and/or pettinent provisions
of the administrative rules and regulations of the Board of Health (generally, “Public Health Laws”) a short and plain
statement of facts surrounding the alleged violation(s), including the dates on which such facts were observed and
specific references to the Public Health Laws alleged to have been violated.

Hearings are expeditious administrative proceedings to correct and impose penalties for violations of Public Health
Laws. Hearings are open to the public, and each party has the right to be represented by counsel. Businesses have the
right to appeal the decision of a hearing officer to the Monroe County Board of Health, the members of which are
approved by the Monroe County Legislature and includes a member of that Honorable Body. If the issue the Legislature
is seeking to address is that it is not receiving records or other sufficient information regarding the Board of Health’s
work from the member of the County Legislature appointed to the Board, this issue should be addressed with the
Legislature’s representative. Alternatively, my office would be happy to obtain any additional information you request.
However, requiring the Director of Health and/or Monroe County Board of Health to submit a report to the Monroe
County Legislature, which has no authority to review the decisions of the hearing officer or the Monroe County Board
of Health, is inefficient, unnecessary, and does not provide any additional insight for businesses as to why a business
permit was suspended or revoked.

Last, at the Legislature’s public hearing on this matter, I note that several business owners expressed concern about
New York State’s restrictions that required many businesses to cease or restrict their operations during the pandemic.
This Local Law does nothing to address those concerns because the various restrictions on business operations during
the pandemic were imposed by New York State and not Monroe County. If the intent of this Local Law is to obtain
information regarding these closures, this Local Law does not achieve this goal.

For the reasons stated above, I have disapproved the Local Law entitled “Business Closure Transparency Act” (Intro.
No. 135 of 2021).

Honorable Legislators:

Monroe County is home to nearly 740,000 residents, all of whom deserve honest and
ethical representation from elected leaders and the employees of Monroe County government.
This Honorable Body has the duty to go above and beyond to ensure that the integrity of Monroe
County government is upheld.

Over the past year, our community has grappled with rampant abuse of power, most
notably by Governor Andrew Cuomo from the most powerful office in New York State. These
incidents grow mistrust within our community and stifle our ability to be effective leaders. We
cannot allow for harassment, impropriety, or corruption to interfere with the tasks we’ve been
entrusted to perform.

The Monroe County Code of Ethics has not been reviewed in full since its creation,
furthermore it has not even been updated in nearly a decade.

Honorable Legislators:

In the dark days afier bankruptcy, and abandonment of its rights-of-way, few could see
any future for the Lehigh Valley, other than a rapid slide into obscurity. Fortunately for the
generations to come, Monroe County took a forward-looking view, and after the demise of the
main line in 1976, sought and acquired the old Lehigh Valley right-of-way.

Late in 1993, the Mendon Foundation approached Monroe County with a proposal to
develop and maintain the Lehigh Valley rail trail. A formal agreement was signed in February
1995, In the subsequent years, with the County and the Foundation working together, $1,300,000
of Federal, County and Private funds were secured.

The Trail reached substantial completion in the fall of 2004, In fact, it is an unusual dual
trail system, consisting of a 10’+ wide, multi-use trail with a stone dust surface, and a parallel 5’
wide equestrian trail. This approximately 15-mile trail is an outstanding facility for walking,
hiking, jogging, biking, cross-country skiing, and equestrian use. It is also a vital link in the
area’s expanding regional trail network, connecting the Genesee Valley Greenway Trail to the
west with Victor’s Auburn Trail to the east.

The Town of Mendon has several points of access to the Lehigh Vallery Trail, but none
more popular than the trailhead alongside intersected by Route 251 featuring a parking lot able to
serve approximately 100 cars. The lot is approximately 36,900-square feet. And extends 484-feet
to the south of Route 251. It is currently a gravel lot and receives heavy season use from patrons
of the Lehigh Valley Trail and HFL-Mendon Youth Baseball League, which is adjacent to the
trailhead and parking lot. The lot is deteriorating and has not received any attention from the
County. Recently, the Town of Mendon delivered and laid millings at the parking lot
entrance/exit to Route 251 because several vehicles were “bottoming out” when entering and
exiting the parking lot.

The Town of Mendon Highway Superintendent recently surveyed the parking lot and
estimated the total cost of paving to be $57,870. That include the following costs:

e 19mm of Binder (691 Ton): $48,370
e Labor & Equipment from the Town of Mendon: $6,000
*» Equipment Rental: $3,500

An additional $5,130 in contingency funds has been budgeted in this proposal for
potential changes in material and equipment costs, bring the total project cost to $61,000.

This parking lot is used not just by residents of the Town of Mendon, but residents across
Monroe County and through the region. It is imperative that we invest in our parks and natural
resources, which serve as a gateway to our community for so many residents and visitors.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Amend the 2021 operating budget to transfer $63,000 from general fund 9001, fund
center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund to the Department of Parks,
general fund 9001, funds center 8802000000, Parks - Operations, to make available
sufficient appropriations to pave a County owned parking lot in Lehigh Valley Trail
park, adjacent to Route 251, having an approximate address of or near 3865 Rush
Mendon Road, Mendon, NY 14506.

2. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to execute an intermunicipal
agreement with the Town of Mendon, in an amount not to exceed $63,000, to perform
paving services on a County owned parking lot in Lehigh Valley Trail park, adjacent
to Route 251, having an approximate address of or near 3865 Rush Mendon Road,
Mendon, NY 14506, for the period of September 1, 2021 through June 1, 2022.

The provisions of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act shall be
complied with prior to the undertaking, funding, or approving the action authorized in this
referral.

Funding for this agreement will be made available through the above listed legislative
action. No additional net County support is required in the current Monroe County Budget.

Subject: Adopt a Resolution of the Monroe County Legislature to Censure Legislator
Emest Flagler-Mitchell and Request the President to Remove Legislator Flagler-
Mitchell from All Committee Assignments

Honorable Legislators:

On June 3, the Monroe County Board of Ethics unanimously adopted a report prepared
by its independent outside counsel finding that Legislator Ernest Flagler-Mitchell violated
Section 45-13 of the County Code of Ethics in the course of sending a sexually explicit image to
a young woman. The County Legislature must take action regarding this serious violation.

The Board of Ethics’ independent counsel concluded that Lakaya Sinclair’s description
of events has been “entirely credible™ and “consistent with the reports of several others who
came forward once Ms. Sinclair’s compliant was reported publicly.” In contrast, Legislator
Flagler-Mitchell’s explanation that he did not intend to send the explicit picture to Ms. Sinclair
was found to be “lacking in credibility.” The report finds that Legislator Flagler-Mitchell
introduced himself to Ms. Sinclair as a County Legislator, offered her assistance as a County
Legislator, and then abused the power of his office by attempting “to secure unwarranted
privileges— namely, sexual favors.” The Board’s independent counsel therefore concluded that
“sending an explicit photo to a community resident that he had offered to help, in his capacity as
a public official, constitutes a violation of Section 45-13.”

Legislator Flagler-Mitchell has violated the public’s trust. He abused his office to inflict
further trauma on a young woman who was a survivor of a tragic shooting. This Legislature
must make a clear and definitive statement that it will not tolerate such conduct.

We have called for Legislator Flagler-Mitchell’s resignation. Since he refuses to do so,
we as a Legislature must issue a formal censure to condemn this conduct. We must also make
clear that Legislator Flagler-Mitchell is unfit to carry out the duties of his office by removing
him from any Legislature committee assignments.

Honorable Legislators:

Restaurants are vital to Monroe County’s quality of life, culture and economy. The
industry employs thousands of individuals, anchors commercial districts, and provides important
opportunities for social connection. As restaurants regain their footing from the impact of the
Covid-19 pandemic, it is clear they will need assistance to recover and survive in a changed
landscape. This legislation would help restaurants maximize their revenue by capping commission
fees charged by third-party delivery services, which process delivery and takeout orders through
mobile apps and websites.

Third-party delivery services doubled their combined U.S. revenue in the past five years to
$26.5 million. Three major third-party delivery services — DoorDash, Uber Eats and GrubHub —
control 95 percent of the United States food delivery service market. They have spent billions of
dollars in marketing to get consumers to use their smartphone apps.

The market dominance of only a few players means small, independent restaurants have
little negotiating power. The services often charge restaurants 30 percent or more in commission
fees on each order. Restaurants are forced to adapt their business models to the third-party delivery
services or risk losing customers. This relationship is exploitative. The multi-billion-dollar third-
party delivery services are using their market position to set high prices for small, family-owned
businesses, extracting wealth from our community.

This Local Law, if enacted, would do the foliowing:

» Cap the delivery fee from third-party food delivery services to food service establishments
at 15 percent of the purchase price for each online order.

« Cap the third-party food delivery service’s fee for use of their service to 5 percent of the
purchase price for an online takeout order or when the food establishment uses their own

driver.
» Prohibit third-party food delivery services from restricting what restaurants can charge on

their platforms.

« Should restaurants want additional marketing services, they must enter into a separate
contract with third-party food delivery services. The third-party food delivery services are
prohibited from pressuring restaurants to enter such contracts.

+ Prohibit third-party food delivery services from reducing the compensation rate paid to a
delivery service driver or garnish gratuities in order to comply with the fee caps.

The legislation accomplishes the goal of protecting local restaurants from collapse, keeping
dollars in our community, and ensuring a vital part of our quality of life is sustainable.

The specific legislative actions required are:
1. Schedule and hold a public hearing.

2. Adopt the Local Law as attached.

LOCAL LAW ENTITLED “Local Law to Establish a Limit on the Charges Imposed by
Third-party Delivery Services on Restaurants”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. Title
This local law shall be known as the law “To Establish a Limit on the Charges Imposed by
Third-party Delivery Services on Restaurants.”

Section 2. Definitions

“Delivery fee” shall mean a fee charged by a third party food delivery service for providing
a restaurant with a service that delivers food from such restaurants to customers. The term does
not include any other fee that may be charged by a third-party food delivery service to a restaurant,
such as fees for listing or advertising the restaurant on the third-party food delivery service
platform or fees related to processing the online order.

“Restaurant” shall have the same meaning as provided in §569-50 of the Monroe County
Code.

“Online order” shall mean any order placed by a customer through or with the assistance
of a platform provided by a third-party food delivery service, including a telephone order.

“Purchase price” shall mean the total price of the items contained in an online order that
are listed on the menu of the restaurant where such order is placed. Such term does not include
taxes, gratuities and any other fees that may make up the total cost to the customer of an online
order.

“Third-party food delivery service” shall mean any website, mobile application or other
internet service that offers or arranges for the sale of food and beverages prepared by, and the
same-day delivery and same-day pickup of food and beverages from, restaurants located in the
County that are owned and operated by different persons.

Section 3. Fee Limits

1. It shall be unlawful for a third-party food delivery service to charge a restaurant
with fewer than 10 locations a delivery fee that totals more than 15 percent of the
purchase price of each online order.

It shall be unlawful for a third-party food delivery service to charge a restaurant
with fewer than 10 locations any fee or fees other than a delivery fee for the use of
their service greater than 5 percent of the purchase price of each online order. Any
fees or other charges from a third-party food delivery service to a restaurant beyond
such maximum 5 percent fee per order, and a delivery fee collected pursuant to
subdivision (1) of this section, are unlawful, provided that such a cap shall not apply
to a credit card fee that is charged to a third-party food delivery service and is charged
in the same amount by the third-party food delivery service to such restaurant.

3. . It shall be unlawful for a person to cause a third-party food delivery platform to
reduce the compensation rate paid to a delivery service driver or garnish gratuities in
order to comply with this section.

4. No third-party food delivery service may impose on a restaurant with fewer than
10 locations, by contract or other means, any restrictions on the prices that a
restaurant may charge for food or beverages, whether sold through a website, app, or
other service operated by the third-party food delivery service, or sold directly from
the restaurant, or through any other means.

5. Should a restaurant with fewer than 10 locations want to contract for additional
marketing, search engine optimization, advertising or other services from the delivery
company, the third-party delivery service will provide a separate contract for these
services. It shall be unlawful for the third-party delivery service to require additional
marketing contracts or threaten or pressure restaurants to enter into additional
marketing contracts.

Section 4. Enforcement

If a third-party food delivery service charges a restaurant fees that violate this Local Law, the
restaurant shall provide written notice to the third-party food delivery service requesting a refund
within seven days. If the third-party food delivery service provider does not provide the refund
requested within seven days or the third-party food delivery service continues to charge fees in
violation of this Local Law after the initial notice and seven-day cure period, a restaurant may
enforce this Chapter by means of a civil action seeking injunctive relief and damages in the
amount of any fees charged in violation of this Local Law.

Section 5. Severability

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section, subdivision or other part of this Local Law or
its application shall be adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or
unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or otherwise invalidate the
remainder of this Local Law which shall remain in full force and effect except as limited by such

order or judgment.
Section 6. Preemption

This section shall be null and void on the day statewide legislation goes into effect,
incorporating either the same or substantially similar provisions as are contained in this law, unless
state law specifically exempts from preemption earlier enacted local laws in this area. The County
Legislature may determine via resolution whether or not identical or substantially similar statewide
legislation or pertinent preempting state or federal regulations have been enacted for the purposes
of triggering the provisions in this section.

Section 7. Effective Date

This Local Law shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal Home
Rule Law and the Monroe County Charter.

Honorable Legislators:

During the Covid-19 pandemic, consumers have relied on delivery and take-out to safely
enjoy restaurant meals. As pandemic-related restrictions are lifted, it is clear that many consumers
will continue to enjoy this convenience.

Third-party food delivery services, of which only three control more than 90 percent of the
United States market, often list restaurants on their websites and applications without their consent.
Restaurants do not like this practice, because it deprives them of control over a variety of aspects
of their businesses, including quality of service, gratuities, and volume of orders. Some restaurants
don’t want to participate in any delivery or takeout services, and others already offer their own in-
house delivery services.

The legislation accomplishes the goal of allowing restaurants to operate independently of the
third-party food delivery services and to make important decisions about their businesses.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Schedule and hold a public hearing.
2. Adopt the Local Law as attached.

LOCAL LAW ENTITLED “To Establish the Food Delivery Fairness Act”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. Title
This local law shall be known as the law “To Establish the Food Delivery Fairness Act”

Section 2. Definitions

“Restaurant” shall have the same meaning as provided in §569-50 of the Monroe County
Code.

“Third-party food delivery service” shall mean any website, mobile application or other
internet service that offers or arranges for the sale of food and beverages prepared by, and the
same-day delivery and same-day pickup of food and beverages from, restaurants located in the
County that are owned and operated by different persons.

Section 3. Listing on Third-Party Food Delivery Service Platforms

1. A third-party food delivery service shall not list, advertise, promote, or sell a restaurant’s
products, or arrange for the delivery of an order of such products, on a third-party food
delivery platform without a valid written agreement with the restaurant authorizing the
inclusion of their products on such platform.

2. In the event a third-party food delivery service receives a written request from a
restaurant requesting that such restaurant be removed from such third-party food delivery
service's application and/or website, such third-party food delivery service shall confirm
receipt of such request and remove such restaurant from its application and/or website
immediately thereafter.

Section4.  Enforcement
1. Inthe event that a third-party food delivery platform does not remove a restaurant from
its application and/or website after receiving a request to do so from such restaurant
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within five business days of receiving such request, a restaurant may enforce this
Chapter by means of a civil action seeking injunctive relief. The prevailing party in any
such action shall be entitled to an award of reasonable attorney fees.

Section 5. Severability

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section, subdivision or other part of this Local Law or
its application shall be adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or
unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or otherwise invalidate the
remainder of this Local Law which shall remain in full force and effect except as limited by such
order or judgment.

Section 6. Preemption

This section shall be null and void on the day statewide legislation goes into effect,
incorporating either the same or substantially similar provisions as are contained in this law, unless
state law specifically exempts from preemption earlier enacted local laws in this area. The County
Legislature may determine via resolution whether or not identical or substantially similar statewide
legislation or pertinent preempting state or federal regulations have been enacted for the purposes
of triggering the provisions in this section.

Section 7.  Effective Date

We are fortunate to have the resources to identify developmental delays in children early on
in their lives. Serving children at the earliest stages of development has proven long lasting positive
effects and has shown to reduce, and in some cases prevent the need for families to seek ongoing
services throughout their life. It is crucial that children who have been identified with these delays
receive immediate and substantial attention regardless of the family’s economic status.

Ensuring that municipal governments and localities have access to funding to establish such
programs and provide relief for families should be a priority for New York State. By allocating State
funding to local departments, such as the Monroe County Department of Public Health, Early
Intervention programs can be tailored to needs of specific communities and families.

In response to strong advocacy from counties across the state, members of the New York
State Senate and Assembly have responded to the need of New York State residents, researching
more convenient and cost-efficient ways to fund Early Intervention programs and expand
accessibility to these programs.

New York State must allow local and municipal governments to have more oversight over
the administration and type of Early Intervention programs offered to families. Therefore, we call
upon Governor Andrew M. Cuomo to sign New York State Senate Bill S5560-A and New York State
Assembly Bill A5339 and approve the allocation of funds to municipal governments for Early
Invention programs and the amendment of public health law to expand accessibility to Early
Invention programs.

The project also includes installation of an
approximately 1,490 linear foot sanitary sewer facilities from the proposed pump station in a
north west direction, through parklands owned by the City of Rochester, and under the Genesee
River to a 54 inch sanitary sewer force main located on the west side of the Genesee River. The
proposed underground force main within an approximate 30 foot wide easement through
Genesee Valley Park. The City of Rochester and -Monroe County will comply with the
requirements of parkland alienation before construction begins.. “The project-also.includes an
approximate 1,500 foot extension of the existing Irondequoit'Bay South Central Pure Waters
District Brighton No. 5 pump station force main to the new sanitary sewer force main. The force
main extension will be contained within an easement on property owned by the University of
Rochester. The SEQRA regulations found at 6 NYCRR'Part 617 requires'that no agency shall
carry out or approve an Action until it has complied with the requirements of SEQRA.

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Preface

Soil surveys contain information that affects land use planning in survey areas.
They highlight soil limitations that affect various land uses and provide information
about the properties of the soils in the survey areas. Soil surveys are designed for
many different users, including farmers, ranchers, foresters, agronomists, urban
planners, community officials, engineers, developers, builders, and home buyers.
Also, conservationists, teachers, students, and specialists in recreation, waste
disposal, and pollution control can use the surveys to help them understand,
protect, or enhance the environment.

Various [and use regulations of Federal, State, and local governments may impose
special restrictions on land use or land treatment. Soil surveys identify soil
properties that are used in making various land use or land treatment decisions.
The information is intended to help the land users identify and reduce the effects of
soil limitations on various land uses. The landowner or user is responsible for
identifying and complying with existing laws and regulations.

Although soil survey information can be used for general farm, local, and wider area
planning, onsite investigation is needed to supplement this information in some
cases. Examples include soil quality assessments (http://fmww.nres.usda.goviwps/
portal/nres/main/soilsfhealth/) and certain conservation and engineering
applications.

Great differences in soil properties can occur within short distances. Some soils are
seasonally wet or subject to flooding. Some are too unstable to be used as a
foundation for buildings or roads. Clayey or wet soils are poorly suited to use as
septic tank absorption fields. A high water table makes a soil poorly suited to
basements or underground installations.

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How Soil Surveys Are Made

Soil surveys are made to provide information about the soils and miscellaneous
areas in a specific area. They include a description of the soils and miscellaneous
areas and their location on the landscape and tables that show soil properties and
limitations affecting various uses. Soil scientists observed the steepness, length,
and shape of the slopes; the general pattern of drainage; the kinds of crops and
native plants; and the kinds of bedrock. They observed and described many soil
profiles. A soil profile is the sequence of natural layers, or horizons, in a soil. The
profile extends from the surface down into the unconsolidated material in which the
soil formed or from the surface down to bedrock. The unconsolidated material is
devoid of roots and other living organisms and has not been changed by other
biological activity.

Currently, soils are mapped according to the boundaries of major land resource
areas (MLRAs). MLRAs are geographically associated land resource units that
share common characteristics related to physiography, geology, climate, water

resources, soils, biological resources, and land uses (USDA, 2008). Soil survey
areas typically consist of parts of one or more MLRA.

The soils and miscellaneous areas in a survey area occur in an orderly pattern that
is related to the geology, landforms, relief, climate, and natural vegetation of the
area. Each kind of soil and miscelianeous area is associated with a particular kind
of landform or with a segment of the landform. By observing the soils and
miscellaneous areas in the survey area and relating their position to specific
segments of the landform, a soil scientist develops a concept, or model, of how they
were formed. Thus, during mapping, this model enables the soil scientist to predict
with a considerable degree of accuracy the kind of soil or miscellanecus area at a
specific location on the landscape,

Commonly, individual soils on the landscape merge into one another as their
characteristics gradually change. To construct an accurate soil map, however, soil
scientists must determine the boundaries between the soils. They can observe only
a limited number of soil profiles. Nevertheless, these observations, supplemented
by an understanding of the soil-vegetation-landscape relationship, are sufficient to
verify predictions of the kinds of soil in an area and to determine the boundaries.

Soil scientists recorded the characteristics of the soil profiles that they studied. They
noted soil color, texture, size and shape of soil aggregates, kind and amount of rock
fragments, distribution of plant roots, reaction, and other features that enable them
to identify soils. After describing the soils in the survey area and determining their
properties, the soil scientists assigned the soils to taxonomic classes (units).
Taxenomic classes are concepts. Each taxonomic class has a set of soil
characteristics with precisely defined limits. The classes are used as a basis for
comparison to classify soils systematically. Soil taxonamy, the system of taxonomic
classification used in the United Stales, is based mainly on the kind and character
of soil properties and the arrangement of horizons within the profile. After the soil
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scientists classified and named the soils in the survey area, they compared the
individual soils with similar soils in the same taxonomic class in other areas so that
they could confirm data and assemble additional data based on experience and
research.

The objective of sail mapping is not to delineate pure map unit components; the
objective is to separate the landscape into landforms or landform segments that
have similar use and management requirements. Each map unit is defined by a
unique combination of soil components and/or miscellaneous areas in predictable
proportions. Some components may be highly contrasting to the other components
of the map unit. The presence of minor components in 2 map unit in no way
diminishes the usefulness or accuracy of the data. The delineation of such
landforms and landform segments on the map provides sufficient information for the
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, onsite
investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous areas.

Soil scientists make many field observations in the process of producing a soil map.
The frequency of observation is dependent upon several factors, including scale of
mapping, intensity of mapping, design of map units, complexity of the landscape,
and experience of the soil scientist. Observations are made to test and refine the
soil-landscape model and predictions and to verify the classification of the soils at
specific locations. Once the soil-landscape model is refined, a significantly smaller
number of measurements of individua! soil properties are made and recorded.
These measurements may include field measurements, such as those for color,
depth to bedrock, and texture, and laboratory measurements, such as those for
content of sand, silt, clay, salt, and other components. Properties of each soil
typically vary from one point to ancther across the landscape.

Observations for map unit components are aggregated to develop ranges of
characteristics for the components. The aggregated values are presented. Direct
measurements do not exist for every property presented for every map unit
component. Values for some properties are estimated from combinations of other
properties.

While a soil survey is in progress, samples of some of the soils in the area generally
are collected for laboratory analyses and for engineering tests. Soil scientists
interpret the data from these analyses and tesis as well as the field-observed
characteristics and the soil properties to determine the expected behavior of the
soils under different uses. Interpretations for all of the soils are field tested through
observation of the soils in different uses and under different levels of management.
Some interpretations are modified to fit local conditions, and some new
interpretations are developed to meet local needs. Data are assembled from other
sources, such as research information, production records, and field experience of
specialists. For example, data on crop yields under defined levels of management
are assembled from farm records and from field or plot experiments on the same
kinds of soil.

Predictions about soil behavior are based not only on soil properties but also on
such variables as climate and biological activity. Soil conditions are predictable over
long periods of time, but they are not predictable from year to year. For example,
soil scientists can predict with a fairly high degree of accuracy that a given soil will
have a high water table within certain depths in most years, but they cannot predict
that a high water table will always be at a specific level in the soil on a specific date.

After soil scientists located and identified the significant natural bodies of soil in the
survey area, they drew the boundaries of these bodies on aerial photographs and
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identified each as a specific map unit. Aenal photographs show trees, buildings,
fields, roads, and rivers, all of which help in locating boundaries accurately.

Map Unit Descriptions

The map units delineated on the detailed soil maps in a soil survey represent the
soils or miscellaneous areas in the survey area. The map unit descriptions, along
with the maps, can be used to determine the composition and properties of a unit.

A map unit delineation on a soil map represents an area dominated by one or more
major kinds of soil or miscellaneous areas. A map unit is identified and named
according to the taxonomic classification of the dominant soils. Within a taxonomic
class there are precisely defined limits for the properties of the soils. On the
landscape, however, the soils are natural phenomena, and they have the
characteristic variability of all natural phenomena. Thus, the range of some
observed propenries may extend beyond the limits defined for a taxonomic class.
Areas of soils of a single taxonomic class rarely, if ever, can be mapped without
including areas of other taxonomic classes. Consequently, every map unit is made
up of the soils or miscellaneous areas for which it is named and some minor
components that belong to taxonomic classes other than those of the major soils.

Most minor soils have properties similar to those of the dominant soil or soils in the
map unit, and thus they do not affect use and management. These are called
noncontrasting, or similar, components. They may or may not be mentioned in a
particular map unit description. Other minor components, however, have properties
and behavioral characteristics divergent enough to affect use or to require different
management. These are called contrasting, or dissimilar, components. They
generally are in small areas and could not be mapped separately because of the
scale used. Some small areas of strongly contrasting soils or miscellaneous areas
are identified by a special symbol on the maps. If included in the database for a
given area, the contrasting minor components are identified in the map unit
descriptions along with some characteristics of each. A few areas of minor
components may not have been observed, and consequently they are not
mentioned in the descriptions, especially where the pattern was so complex that it
was impractical to make enough observations to identify all the soils and
miscellaneous areas on the landscape.

The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way diminishes the
usefulness or accuracy of the data. The objective of mapping is not to delineate
pure taxonomic classes but rather to separate the landscape into fandforms or
landform segments that have similar use and management requirements. The
delineation of such segments on the map provides sufficient information for the
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, however,

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onsite investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous
areas.

An identifying symbol precedes the map unit name in the map unit descriptions.
Each description includes general facts about the unit and gives important soil
properties and qualities.

Soils that have profiles that are almost alike make up a soil series. Except for
differences in texture of the surface layer, all the soils of a series have major
horizons that are similar in composition, thickness, and arrangement,

Soils of one series can differ in texture of the surface layer, slope, stoniness,
salinity, degree of erosion, and other characteristics that affect their use. On the
basis of such differences, a soil series is divided into soil phases. Most of the areas
shown on the detailed soil maps are phases of soil series. The name of a soil phase
commeonly indicates a feature that affects use or management. For example, Alpha
silt loam, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is a phase of the Alpha series.

Some map units are made up of two or more major soils or miscellaneous areas.
These map units are complexes, associations, or undifferentiated groups.

A complex consists of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas in such an intricate
pattern or in such small areas that they cannot be shown separately on the maps.
The pattern and proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat similar
in all areas. Alpha-Beta complex, 0 to 6 percent slopes, is an example,

An association is made up of two or more geographically associated soils or
miscellaneous areas that are shown as one unit on the maps. Because of present
or anticipated uses of the map units in the survey area, it was not considered
practical or necessary to map the seils or miscellaneous areas separately. The
pattern and relative proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat
similar. Alpha-Beta association, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.

An undifferentiated group is made up of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas
that could e mapped individually but are mapped as one unit because similar
interpretations can be made for use and management. The pattern and proportion
of the soils or miscellaneous areas in a mapped area are not uniform. An area can
be made up of only one of the major sails or miscellaneous areas, or it can be made
up of all of them. Alpha and Beta soils, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example,

Some surveys include miscellaneous areas. Such areas have little or no soil
material and support little or no vegetation. Rock outcrop is an example.

Section 1. Part IV, General Local Laws of Monroe County, is hereby amended to add 2 new
chapter to include the following Local Law:

CHAPTER 385, REGULATING SALE OF USED CATALYTIC CONVERTERS
§ 385-1. Title.
This Chapter shall be known as the law “Regulating Sale of Used Caralyuc Converters.”

§ 385-2. Legislative Intent.

A This Legislature hereby finds that the County of Monroc has experienced an increase in thefts of
used catalytic converters from vehicles in our community and their resale to scrap metal
recyclers.

B. This Legslature finds thac requiring scrap metal reeyclers doing business in Monroc County to

delay payments to sellers of used catalytc converters for at least 14 days after recetpt will allow
law cnforcement additional time to investigate the theft of used catalyuc converters and
discourage criminal conduct.

C. This Legislature also finds that requiring scrap metal recyclers to maintain records of the
gl - q " g ) . - -
purchase of used catalytic converters will aid law enforcement in the mvestigation of thefts of
such devices.

§ 385-3. Purpose.

The purpose of this Chapter to discourage the theft of catalytic converters from vehicles in Monroe
County by requiring scrap metal recyclers doing business in Monroe County to delay payments to sellers of used
catalytic converters for at least 14 days after receipt and requining scrap metal recyclers to maintain records of the
purchase of such devices for three years in order to aid law enforcement in the mvestigation of the theft of such
devices.

§ 385-4. Definitions. As used in this section:

A. “Catalytic Converter” means a catalytic converter or other equipment or feature constituting an
operauonal element of a motor vehicle's air pollution control system or mechanism required by
federal or state law or by any rules or regulations promulgated pursuant thereto, as amended

from tme to time.

B. “Repair Shop” means a business enterprise that repairs vehicles and is certified by the New York
State Department of Motor Vehicles.

C. “Serap Metal Recycler” means a vehicle dismander, salvage pool, mobile car crusher, itinerant
vehicle collector or scrap processor doing business in Monroe County; but shall not include a
dealer registered pursuant to section four hundred fifteen of the New York Vehicle and Traffic
Law, an insurance company, a governmental agency, a person in whose name a certificate of title,
registration or other ownership document has been issued for the vehicle from which the Used
Catalytic Converter was removed, or a Repair Shop.

D. "Used Caralytic Converter” means a Catalytic Converter that was previously installed in a vehicle
and which has been removed from such vehicle in whole or in part.

§ 385-5. Prohibition.

No Serap Metal Recycler shall purchase or take possession of, including for purposes of recycling
or rebuilding, a Used Catalytic Converter from any person or entity other than a dealer registered
pursuant to section four hundred fifteen of the Vehicle and Traffic Law, an insurance company,
a governmental agency, a person in whose name a certificate of title or other ownership
document has been issued for the vehicle from which the catalytic converter was removed, a
Repair Shop, or a person registered or certified or issued an idenufication number for the vehicle
under the Vehicle and Traffic Law.

§385-6. Maintenance of Records by Scrap Metal Recycler.

A. Each Scrap Metal Recycler who purchases or takes possession of, including for purposes of
recycling or rebuilding, a Used Catalytic Converter shall record the purchase of the Used
Catalytic Converter documenting the date of purchase, the name of seller, the seller's address or,
in the case that the seller is an individual, the seller's residence address by street, number, city,
village or town, the seller's driver's license number or information from a government issued
photographic identification card, if any, or by such description as will reasonably locate the seller,
or, if the seller is a Repair Shop, the Repair Shop's New York State Department of Motor
Vehicles certification number. Such record shall be preserved by the Scrap Metal Recycler for a
period of three years from the date of receipt of the Used Catalytic Converter. Such records shall
be available for inspection by any law enforcement authority with jurisdiction over the Scrap
Metal Reeycler.

B. Each Serap Metal Recycler shall cause the record of purchase of the Used Catalytic Converter to
be signed by the seller or his or her agent. It shall be unlawful for any seller or agent to refuse to
furnish such information or to furnish incorrect or incomplete information. The Scrap Metal
Recyeler shall make and retain a copy of the government issued photographic identfication card
used to verify the identity of the person from whom the Used Catalytic Converter was purchased
or obtained and shall retain the copy in a separate book, register or electronic archive for three
years from the date of purchase. Such records shall be available for inspection by any law
enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the Scrap Metal Recycler.

§385-7. Payments.

Payments by any Scrap Metal Recyeler to a business, agency or private citizen who turns in a
catalytic converter for scrap will be issued through check, with a copy of the check being held by
the Scrap Metal Recycler for three vears from the date of disbursement. Such records shall be
available for inspection by any law enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the Scrap Meral
Recyeler. :
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7385-8. Violations.

Al Any person that violates this Chapter shall: (i) be guilty of a class A misdemeanor; and (i) upon
conviction thereof, shall be punished by  fine not to exceed $300 for the first offense, $500 for
the second offense, and $1,000 for each subsequent offense.

B. This Chapter shall be enforced by any local law enforcemeat agency having jurisdiction over the
Scrap Metal Recycler.

1383-9. Severability.

[f any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or chapter of this local law shall be adjudged by any court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such determination shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder
thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, section ot chapter thereof directly
involved in the proceeding in which such adjudication shall have been rendered. This local law shall not supersede
any applicable state or federal laws or regulations with regard to the subject matters set forth herein.

I recommend that the Administrative Board of the Rochester Pure Waters District approve a
request to establish an Increase and Improvement of Facilities in the Rochester Pure Waters District
(“District”) in the amount of $5,500,000, to add a project entitled “Genesee Valley Pump Station;” amend
the 2021-2026 Capital Improvement Program and the 2021 Capital Budget; and authorize financing.

The total Increase and Improvement of Facilities in the District is necessary to fund a new sewage
pump station and force main. The improvements are required to provide relief to the District’s Wilson
Boulevard trunk sewer and restore capacity in the District’s collection system. Additionally, this project
would allow the University of Rochester (“UofR") to expand its emergency medical facilities and permit
future development in the Wilson Boulevard trunk sewer’s sewer shed south of the UofR Medical Center.
The improvements will include a new 3.5 million gallon per day sanitary pump station.and force main
consisting of a diversion structure, wet well with submersible pumps, valve and meter vaults, a'small
building to house electrical, instrumentation and control components, and a force main approximately
1,500 linear feet that will cross under the Genesee River roughly 900 feet south of ElImwood Avenue.

The estimated cost of the improvements is $5,500,000, with 50% of these costs being reimbursed
by the University of Rochester. The actual debt service obligation for the cost of the project, as projected in
future years, could potentially result in an increase of $1.70 to the future annual charges of the average
District ratepayer. However, the actual impact may be reduced through retirement of previous debt and other
offsets to the District’s capital charge levy.

This project is scheduled to be considered by the Monroe County Planning Board on July 29, 2021.

Portions of the project may become eligible for financing through the New York State Water
Pollution Control Revolving Loan Fund. It is therefore requested that the County have the ability to
submit applications and take any necessary steps to utilize this financing vehicle if it becomes available.

Subject: Enact a Local Law Entitled “Regulating Sale of Used CatalyticConverters”

Honorable Legislators:

Throughout the past several weeks and months, there has been a noticeable increase in the theft and
subsequent scrapping for cash profit of Catalytic Converters throughout Monroe County. These devices,
found on almost any automobile, have increased in value dramaticatly due to the precious minerals
contained within them. One mineral, rhodium was valued at $14,500 per ounce by December of 2020,

palladium is currently valued at $2,336 per ounce, making these easily removable devices welcome targets
for theft.

These devices are being stolen from personal vehicles sitting in driveways, businesses that maintain
a fleet of trucks or vans, and even school districts where several were stolen from school busses. This is not
Jjust a local trend, across the country there is a dramatic increase in the thefis of these devices. Typically,
these items are scrapped for a quick cash profit to fund drug addictions, drug distribution organizations and
other criminal activity. This local law will address both the quick cash turnaround incentive for criminals
trading in stolen catalytic converters and will require individuals and scrap yards to present and maintain
records of the proper documents proving a scrapped catalytic converter came from a legally owned or traded
in car and not acquired through a theft.

In order to scrap a catalytic converter, the individual trading in the item must provide
documentation such as a vehicle registration, title, or bill of sale, as well as a copy of their valid government
LD., illustrating that the catalytic converter being scrapped came from a legally owned vehicle. Licensed
automotive garages must also provide proof that a catalytic converter being scrapped came from a vehicle
that was being serviced by their business. To aid law enforcement agencies in the investigations of stolen
catalytic converters, scrap yards must maintain copies of these records for a minimum of 3 years, in the
event a stolen catalytic converter was scrapped at their business and police need to follow up in the course
of their investigation.

The main incentive for these thefis is the ability to make large sums of cash quickly. To address
this, scrapyards will now be mandated to wait no fewer than 14 days to issue payment for a scrapped
catalytic converter. By eliminating the quick cash incentive for this crime, as was done with high valued
items in a similar law passed by this Honorable Body in 2013 pertaining to Pawn Shops, the prevalence of
this type of theft is expected to decrease dramatically.
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In addition to the new requirements for scrapping and cashing catalytic converters, the penalties
for scraping an illegally obtained catalytic converter will be increased. Under this new law, violators will
be charged with a class A misdemeanor, receive a fine of no more than $300 for the first offense, $500 for
the second offense, and $1,000 for each subsequent offense.

This local law is an effective and prudent way to deter the theft and scrapping of illegally obtained
catalytic converters. In order to repair and replace one of these devices, depending on the size of the vehicle,
the cost can range from $500 to $2,000. Monroe County residents and businesses should not have to bear
the costs of these thefts. Legislation similar to this proposed law has been passed in West Virginia, South
Carolina, and numerous other locations throughout the United States and led to a lower number of catalytic
converter thefts. It is our hope that this Honorable Body passes and the County Executive enacts this law
expeditiously.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Schedule and hold a public hearing on the proposed local law.
2. Adopt the attached Local Law entitled, “Regulating Sale of Used Catalytic Converters”
as written.

The legislative action requested in this referral is not an “Action,” as that term is defined in 6

This is not
Jjust a local trend, across the country there is a dramatic increase in the thefis of these devices. Typically,
these items are scrapped for a quick cash profit to fund drug addictions, drug distribution organizations and
other criminal activity. This local law will address both the quick cash turnaround incentive for criminals
trading in stolen catalytic converters and will require individuals and scrap yards to present and maintain
records of the proper documents proving a scrapped catalytic converter came from a legally owned or traded
in car and not acquired through a theft.

In order to scrap a catalytic converter, the individual trading in the item must provide
documentation such as a vehicle registration, title, or bill of sale, as well as a copy of their valid government
LD., illustrating that the catalytic converter being scrapped came from a legally owned vehicle. Licensed
automotive garages must also provide proof that a catalytic converter being scrapped came from a vehicle
that was being serviced by their business. To aid law enforcement agencies in the investigations of stolen
catalytic converters, scrap yards must maintain copies of these records for a minimum of 3 years, in the
event a stolen catalytic converter was scrapped at their business and police need to follow up in the course
of their investigation.

The main incentive for these thefis is the ability to make large sums of cash quickly. To address
this, scrapyards will now be mandated to wait no fewer than 14 days to issue payment for a scrapped
catalytic converter. By eliminating the quick cash incentive for this crime, as was done with high valued
items in a similar law passed by this Honorable Body in 2013 pertaining to Pawn Shops, the prevalence of
this type of theft is expected to decrease dramatically.
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In addition to the new requirements for scrapping and cashing catalytic converters, the penalties
for scraping an illegally obtained catalytic converter will be increased. Under this new law, violators will
be charged with a class A misdemeanor, receive a fine of no more than $300 for the first offense, $500 for
the second offense, and $1,000 for each subsequent offense.

This local law is an effective and prudent way to deter the theft and scrapping of illegally obtained
catalytic converters. In order to repair and replace one of these devices, depending on the size of the vehicle,
the cost can range from $500 to $2,000. Monroe County residents and businesses should not have to bear
the costs of these thefts. Legislation similar to this proposed law has been passed in West Virginia, South
Carolina, and numerous other locations throughout the United States and led to a lower number of catalytic
converter thefts. It is our hope that this Honorable Body passes and the County Executive enacts this law
expeditiously.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Schedule and hold a public hearing on the proposed local law.
2. Adopt the attached Local Law entitled, “Regulating Sale of Used Catalytic Converters”
as written.

ENACT A LOCAL LAW ENTITLED ¢“REGULATING SALE OF USED CATALYTIC
CONVERTERS”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. Part IV, General Local Laws of Monroe County, is hereby amended to add a new
chapter to include the following Local Law:

CHAPTER 385, REGULATING SALE OF USED CATALYTIC CONVERTERS
§ 385-1. Title.
This Chapter shall be known as the law “Regulating Sale of Used Catalytic Converters.”

§ 385-2. Legislative Intent.

Al This Legislature hereby finds that the County of Monroe has experienced an increase in thefts of
used catalytic converters from vehicles in our community and their resale to scrap metal
recyclers.

B. This Legislature finds that requiring scrap metal recyclers doing business in Monroe County to

delay payments to sellers of used catalytic converters for at least 14 days after receipt will allow
law enforcement additional time to investigate the theft of used catalytic converters and
discourage criminal conduct.

= This Legislature also finds that requiring scrap metal recyclers to maintain records of the
purchase of used catalytic converters will aid law enforcement in the investigation of thefts of
such devices.

§ 385-3. Purpose.

The purpose of this Chapter to discourage the theft of catalytic converters from vehicles in Monroe
County by requiring scrap metal recyclers doing business in Monroe County to delay payments to sellers of used
catalytic converters for at least 14 days after receipt and requiring scrap metal recyclers to maintain records of the
purchase of such devices for three years in order to aid law enforcement in the investigation of the theft of such
devices.

§ 385-4. Definitions. As used in this section:

A. "Catalytic Converter" means a catalytic converter or other equipment or feature constituting an
operational element of a motor vehicle's air pollution control system or mechanism required by
federal or state law ot by any rules or regulations promulgated pursuant thereto, as amended
from time to time.

B. “Repair Shop” means a business enterprise that repairs vehicles and is certified by the New York
State Deparrment of Motor Vehicles.
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C. “Scrap Metal Recycler” means a vehicle dismantler, salvage pool, mobile car crusher, itinerant
vehicle collector or scrap processor doing business in Monroe County; but shall not include a
dealer registered pursuant to section four hundred fifteen of the New York Vehicle and Traffic
Law, an insurance company, a governmental agency, a person in whose name a certificate of title,
registration or other ownership document has been issued for the vehicle from which the Used
Caralytic Converter was removed, or a Repair Shop.

D. "Used Catalytic Converter" means a Catalytic Converter that was previously installed in a vehicle
and which has been removed from such vehicle in whole or in part.

§ 385-5. Prohibition.

No Scrap Metal Recycler shall purchase or take possession of, including for purposes of recycling
or rebuilding, 2 Used Catalytic Converter from any person or entity other than a dealer registered
pursuant to section four hundred fifteen of the Vehicle and Traffic Law, an insurance company,
a governmental agency, a person in whose name a certificate of title or other ownership
document has been issued for the vehicle from which the catalytic converter was removed, a
Repair Shop, or a person registered or certified or issued an identification number for the vehicle
under the Vehicle and Traffic Law.

§385-6. Maintenance of Records by Scrap Metal Recycler.

Al Each Serap Metal Recycler who purchases or takes possession of, including for purposes of
recycling or rebuilding, 2 Used Caualytic Converter shall record the purchase of the Used
Caralytic Converter documenting the date of purchase, the name of seller, the seller's address or,
in the case that the seller is an individual, the seller's residence address by street, number, city,
village or town, the seller's driver's license number or information from a government issued
photographic identification card, if any, or by such deseription as will reasonably locate the seller,
or, if the seller is a Repair Shop, the Repair Shop's New York State Department of Motor
Vehicles cerdfication number. Such record shall be preserved by the Scrap Metal Recycler for a
period of three years from the date of receipt of the Used Caralytic Converter. Such records shall
be available for inspection by any law enforcement authority with jurisdiction over the Scrap
Metal Recycler.

B. Each Scrap Metal Recycler shall cause the record of purchase of the Used Catalytic Converter to
be signed by the seller or his or her agent. It shall be unlawful for any seller or agent to refuse to
furnish such information or to furnish incorrect or incomplete information. The Scrap Metal
Recycler shall make and retain a copy of the government issued photographic identification card
used to verify the identity of the person from whom the Used Catalytic Coaverter was purchased
or obtained and shall retain the copy in a separate book, register or electronic archive for three
years from the date of purchase. Such records shall be available for inspection by any law
enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the Scrap Metal Recycler.

§385-7. Payments.

Payments by any Scrap Metal Recycler to a business, agency or private citizen who turns in a
catalytic converter for scrap will be issued through check, with a copy of the check being held by
the Scrap Metal Recycler for three years from the date of disbursement. Such records shall be
available for inspection by any law enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the Scrap Metal
Recycler.
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§385-8. Violations.

A. Any person that violates this Chapter shall: (i) be guilty of a class A misdemeanor; and (if) upon
conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $300 for the first offense, §500 for
the second offense, and $1,000 for each subsequent offense.

B. This Chapter shall be enforced by any local law enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the
Scrap Metal Recycler.

§385-9. Severability.

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or chapter of this local law shall be adjudged by any court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such determination shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder
thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, section or chapter thereof directly
involved in the proceeding in which such adjudication shall have been rendered. This local law shall not supersede
any applicable state or federal laws or regulations with regard to the subject matters set forth herein.

Section 2. This local law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State pursuant to Section
27 of the New York State Municipal Home Rule Law.

Honorable Legislators:

The Monroe County Department of Parks provides thousands of residents with plenty of
opportunities for entertaining activities each and every year. These services do not end when the
temperatures drop during the winter, however. Monroe County has always been diligent and
careful with regards to maintaining and providing a safe way to enjoy park services such as ice
rink usage. Ice rinks require appropriate upkeep to ensure that safety standards are upheld to
support frequent use and provide the community with a place to enjoy both hockey and ice
skating - two very common winter activities in our region.

While Monroe County has always been cognizant of the need for maintenance throughout
county parks, recent years have seen a decline in upkeep for the Churchville Park Ice Rink.
Monroe County operates three ice rinks throughout Monroe County in Churchville Park,
Highland Park and Ellison Park, free to use for all county residents. The Churchville Park Ice
Rink requires the most attention in order to meet Monroe County’s typical standards of safety.
The Highland Park Ice Rink is regularly resurfaced and provides other amenities such as a
warming hut. Additionally, the Ellison Park Ice Rink is better maintained comparatively because
it does not sit on a natural body of water. As a popular center for winter activities for Churchville
residents and travelers, the ice rink is deserving of proper maintenance on par with the other two
county-owned rinks.

The 2021 Monroe County Budget must accurately reflect the need to uphold safe ice use
practices and ensure unsafe ice surface conditions are reduced. Some of the proposed upgrades
include $1,000 for concrete/gravel/sonotubes, $9,000 for materials/lumber/trusses/roof/overhead
door, $12,000 for labor/prevailing wage, and $12,744 for a gator and plow to extend the span of
usefulness of the rink in a given season. The sum of the cost for the structure and equipment
amounts to $34,744. Monroe County taxpayer doilars should be utilized efficiently in the
maintenance and upkeep of parks and rinks like Churchville Park not only for convenience, but
safety.

The Frederick Douglass - Greater Rochester International Airport serves as the gateway to
our community for the thousands of individuals who visit Monroe County each year through air
travel. With the significant improvements made in recent years to facilitate the growth of this
airport, there needs to also be a proportional increase in the resources utilized in the safety and
security of the airports facilities, travelers, and staff.

The Airport Firefighters Association is committed to ensuring the safety of travelers and
staff and providing a lightning quick response to any emergency that may happen at the Airport.
These duties range from routine fire prevention maintenance to immediate response to
emergencies on aircraft, vehicle collisions, and within the airport facilities themselves.

The Rochester Airport Firefighters have found themselves in need of an additional vehicle
to facilitate the transportation of necessary fire prevention equipment throughout the expanse of
the Airports grounds. This truck will be used to engage fire suppressing foam and other firefighting
tools in the event of an emergency.

Rather than putting off such an expense until the next fiscal year, it is my hope that this
Honorable Body can act expeditiously to utilize $55,000 of the Community Contingency Fund and
appropriate it to the Airport Fire Fighters budget so they may procure this vehicle immediately.

Honorable Legislators:

In April of 2020, this Honorable Body accepted $129 million in federal funding through
the Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act. The express purpose of this
funding was to assist our residents, businesses and government agencies in fighting and recovering
from the COVID-19 pandemic. Over the past year, this funding has served as a means to bolster
small businesses, assist local government, and provide for a comprehensive response to the
pandemic.

Late last year, as a result of difficulty accessing spending reports, this Honorable Body
voted to require weekly reporting for CARES Act expenditures. In addition to requiring necessary
transparency, this Administration has purposely circumvented the Legislature through spending
maneuvers expressly intended to avoid Legislature approval. The great latitude in spending
afforded to the County Executive was appropriate when this funding was accepted, however over
a year later it is clear this funding has not always been spent transparently, collaboratively or
properly to benefit the entirety of our community.

This legislative action allows for greater fiscal oversight and collaboration with the
Administration for this Honorable Body. As done with American Rescue Plan funds, this
legislative action would necessitate the approval of both branches of Monroe County government
for any future CARES Act expenditure. The Legislature has been diligent in meeting quickly when
it is required, therefore any appropriate and necessary use of funding is able to be approved
expeditiously. It is the duty of this Honorable Body to protect taxpayers and review expenditures
of the County carefully and with scrutiny; enacting this legislation will ensure that this is done.

The specific legislative actions required is to amend Resolution 134 0f 2020, as amended
by Resolution 276 of 2020, to require that no amount of money shall be expensed,

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body approve a request to establish an Increase and
Improvement of Facilities in the Rochester Pure Waters District (“District”) in the amount of $5,500,000,
to add a project entitled “Genesee Valley Pump Station;” amend the 2021-2026 Capital Improvement
Program and the 2021 Capital Budget; and authorize financing.

The total Increase and Improvement of Facilities in the District is necessary to fund a new sewage
pump station and force main. The improvements are required to provide relief to the District’s Wilson
Boulevard trunk sewer and restore capacity in the District’s collection system. Additionally, this project
would allow the University of Rochester (“UofR”) to expand its emergency medical facilities and permit
|  future development in the Wilson Boulevard trunk sewer’s sewer shed south of the UofR Medical Center.
The improvements will include a new 3.5 million gallon per day sanitary pump station.and force main
consisting of a diversion structure, wet well with submersible pumps, valve and meter vaults, a small
building to house electrical, instrumentation and control components, and a force main approximately
1,500 linear feet that will cross under the Genesee River roughly 900 feet south of ElImwood Avenue.

The estimated cost of the improvements is $3,500,000, with 50% of these costs being reimbursed
by the University of Rochester. The actual debt service obligation for the cost of the project, as projected in
future years, could potentially result in an increase of $1.70 to the future annual charges of the average
District ratepayer. However, the actual impact may be reduced through retirement of previous debt and other
offsets to the District’s capital charge levy.

This project is scheduled to be considered by the Monroe County Planning Board on July 29, 2021.

Portions of the project may become eligible for financing through the New York State Water
Pollution Control Revolving Loan Fund. It is therefore requested that the County have the ability to
submit applications and take any necessary steps to utilize this financing vehicle if it becomes available.

The American Rescue Plan Act, signed into law on March- 11, 2021, allocated $21.55 billion in
i funding to states and local governments for emergency rental assistance to individuals economically
impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. This funding can cover up to fifteen months’ rent and utilities
| arrears, and up to three months future rent and utilities where ongoing housing stability is at risk. Eligible
households must attest to financial impacts due to COVID and document monthly income at or below
80% AMI, and the funds must be prioritized for households at or below 50% AMI and/or unemployed for

at least 90 days.

The Treasury awarded to Monroe County both the County-designated allocation of
$512,581,531.70 and the City-designated allocation of $9,469,065.60 for a combined ERA2 award of
$22,050,597.30. Earlier this year, Your Honorable Body accepted, Emergency Rental Assistance 1
(ERA1) funding of $15,900,965.70 and entered into an intermunicipal agreement ‘with the City of
Rochester to accept their $6,101,213.50 designated funding. With the initial ERA1 award, the County
established the Monroe County Eviction Prevention Pilot Initiative 2.0 program, Combined, this ERA2
award will bring the total funding available to the Monroe County Eviction Prevention Pilot Initiative 2.0
program to $44,052,776.50.
