Recently, our office secured several significant convictions 

and sentences that reflect the tireless work and dedication 

of our attorneys, investigators, and law enforcement 

partners. Most recently, a Monroe County jury found 

Derrick Van Epps guilty of Attempted Murder in the 2nd 

Degree as a Hate Crime and Assault in the 2nd Degree as a 

Hate Crime for the brutal and racially motivated stabbing 

attack in a Perinton park last June. This horrific act of 

violence targeted a complete stranger because of the 

color of his skin, and I want to commend Special Assistant 

District Attorney Stephen Ryck for his outstanding 

prosecution of this case, along with the Monroe County 

Sheriff’s Office and Town of Perinton Safety and Security 

Department for their exceptional investigative work. This 

conviction, which was secured in front of Justice Stephen 

Miller, sends a clear message that hate-fueled violence has 

no place in our community and will be prosecuted 

aggressively. 

I also want to recognize Assistant District Attorney Janna 

Jehlen for securing a guilty verdict against Jerry Gonzalez 

in a deeply disturbing child sexual abuse case prosecuted 

in our Special Victims Unit in front of Judge Michael 

Dollinger, as well as ADA Courtney Kleinman for her work 

in obtaining justice in the Edwin Narvaez case in front of 

Judge Caroline Morrison, which resulted in the maximum 

sentence for this repeat child sexual offender. 

Thank you to all of our ADAs and staff for your continued 

commitment to protecting this community and pursuing 

justice for victims every single day. Your work in the 

courtroom each and every day does not go unnoticed.
